Dr. Robinson served as Curator of the A. E. Seaman Mineral Museum and Professor in the 

Department of Geological Engineering and Sciences at Michigan Tech from 1996 to 2013 

when he entered retirement. He is an internationally renowned curator, researcher, teacher 

and field collector. He is also author of the book Minerals (with photography by Jeff Scovil; 

Simon & Schuster, 1994), which explains in understandable terms the many processes by 

which minerals form in nature. Since 1982 he has served as an associate editor of The 

Mineralogical Record and has also been on its board of directors since 1985. Dr. Robinson's 

current interests include the mineralogy of the Grenville Province, the characterization of 

new minerals, mineral paragenesis, education in geological sciences, and conservation of 
geological materials. The mineral georgerobinsonite is named after him.
